The applicant must have maintained a 3.00 GPA in high school.

Complete the application (black ink, printed neatly). Follow instructions carefully.

A personal letter by the applicant introducing yourself, explaining financial need if any;
vocational plans and college choice. Letter must be signed and dated.

A sealed transcript must be included to substantiate the GPA. Recent college test scores (SAT
and/or ACT) must be on the transcript to be acceptable for evaluation purposes.

Two letters of recommendation (at least one from a faculty member of the current academic
institution) are required. An example of a person giving the reference might include a teacher,
a work or volunteer supervisor, clergy, or a counselor.

An essay on your thoughts concerning your pride in being a Boonsboro student, explain what
being a “Warrior” means to you, and what your feelings are concerning your community and
how these factors influenced your future plans.

A copy of a letter of acceptance from at least one college is required.

No consideration for this scholarship will be given unless all of the above items accompany the
application. Application packages are to be submitted to the Boonsboro Senior High School
Counselor Section no later than May 1%, Students' applications will be screened by the
Scholarship Committee.
